Qualifications for awards are as follows:

Young Adults - Ages 15-25 Kids - 14 and younger
Bronze Award 100-174 hours Bronze Award 50-74 hours
Silver Award 175-249 hours Silver Award 75-99 hours
Gold Award 250 or more hours Gold Award 100 or more hours

The 2012 PVSA eligible service hours are May 1, 2011 to April 30, 2012.

All service hour entries are submitted electronically.
Paper submissions are NOT accepted.
The DEADLINE for submitting hours is MARCH 19, 2012. NO EXCEPTIONS!

The award ceremony will be held on: Monday, April 30, 2012.




How to Log My Hours:
1. Go to www.presidentialserviceawards.gov

2. Click on “Track Your Hours” (near the bottom right, there is a picture of a girl’s face)

3. Enter a username and create a password

4. Enter your first and last names (if you don’t, we have no idea who you are; for
example: “reagandancer@yahoo.com” doesn’t tell us anything about you)

5. Enter your age
6. Click “"Create My Record of Service”

7. On the next page which says "Welcome to Your Volunteering Home"”, under “Your
Account,” click “Edit.”

8. On the next page, YOU MUST ENTER Reagan’s Record of Service (ROS) Key which
is KSN-21065. This creates a link between you and Reagan High School and it is the

only way Mrs. Horst can view your hours and know that you are trying to earn
the award!

9. Click “Update Profile”

10. Send Mrs. Horst, mhorst@sbcglobal.net an email to let her know you have created a
profile or updated an existing profile and will be participating in the PVSA program.

11. If you have not received a confirmation within five business days, please contact
Mrs. Horst.
